The American Shropshire Registry Association will award two scholarships to students planning to enroll in a
post-secondary, under-graduate program (University, College, Junior College, Vocational/Technical School)
during the 2010-2011 academic year. These scholarships are not intended for use of graduate studies. Both
scholarships will provide $400.00. Each will be apportioned in two equal stipends during the academic year
(one-half each semester).

High school seniors or students currently enrolled in an under-graduate program are eligible to apply. The
applicant must be directly involved with Shropshire sheep. Previous scholarship winners are ineligible.

Selection criteria will include the applicant’s scholastic record, leadership, extra-curricular activities and
involvement with the sheep industry, and in particular, the Shropshire breed.

An official transcript of all high school and college work completed must accompany this application.

The applicant should have two letters of recommendation forwarded to the office of The American Shropshire
Registry Association. Forms are provided for these letters. An applicant can also download the scholarship
forms from the Shropshire web-site (shropshires.org). An application will not be considered complete until the
letters of recommendation are received. The evaluator should comment on the applicant’s academic ability,
leadership skills, involvement with extra-curricular activities and involvement with the sheep industry.
